Kyushu University is seeking an experienced individual with expertise in teaching and research for
appointment as a tenured Associate Professor in the Laboratory of Livestock Production Ecology,
Division of Animal and Marine Biosciences, Department of Bioresource Sciences, Faculty of Agriculture.

Laboratory of Livestock Production Ecology (University Farm) conducts education and research
focusing on a) establishment of animal production systems for sustainable and stable supply of livestock
products and b) preservation of living environment for resource animals and improvement of plant
infrastructure responsible for the advanced utilization technology, with systematically organizing each
subject from the perspective of the basic, advanced and practical sciences.

Candidates are expected to have responsibility to have high expertise in the following broad education
and research fields especially on:

1) feeding management to improve productivity of livestock and poultry
2) production and utilization strategies for livestock products
3) efficient utilization of pasture grasses and conversion of unused plant resources into animal feed
